The state cannot make such laws which violate the fundamental rights of
the citizens and go against the constitution.
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Freedom of expression is a basic right of an individual so the state cannot
stop anyone from expressing himself.

The State cannot arrest any person unnecessarily as it would mean
infringing his/her right to liberty.

After the enactment of the 73rd amendment, local government has been
divided into a similar three-tier Panchayati Raj structure. 25 +2Y5=5
Earlier it was the responsibility of the state administration to conduct
elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions, but now the state government
appoints the State Election Commission for the purpose.

Fresh elections have to be held within six months after the dissolution of
Panchayati Raj before the period of five years.

The distribution of revenue between state government and local
government and between rural and urban government is done by the State
Finance Commission. This was not the case before the 73rd amendment
came into force.

Reservation is implemented for women, Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes and Other Backward Classes (if the State Government considers it
necessary for OBCs) in various posts in local government in proportion to
their population.

Twenty nine subjects which were earlier in the State list of subjects in the
Eleventh Schedule of the Constitution have been transferred to the
Panchayati Raj Institutions.
