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Ramesh has been working in contract as a welder on a construction
site in Talcher (coal region of Odisha) for the last two years. He moved
with the contractor to various places like Surat, Mumbai, Gandhi Nagar,
Bharuch, Jamnagar and so on. He remits ¥ 20,000 per year to his father in
his native village. The remittances have been mainly used for daily
consumption, healthcare, schooling of children, etc. Part of the money is
also used in agriculture, purchasing of land and building of houses, etc.
