India’s demographic profile has undergone significant changes over the
past century.

Between 1901 and 2011, India’s population increased from about 238 million to
over 1.2 billion. This growth was influenced by a decline in death rates due to
better health infrastructure, but birth rates did not fall at the same pace. This
created a population boom. Over time, policies like the National Population Policy
and various health campaigns helped control the fertility rate. India now has a
large proportion of its population in the working-age group (15—64 years), creating
what is called a demographic dividend. However, to benefit from this, the
country must invest in education, skills, and jobs.
