The Western Ghats are higher than the Eastern Ghats. Their average elevation
is 900-1600 metres as against 600 metres of the Eastern Ghats. The Eastern
Ghats stretch from the Mahanadi Valley to the Nilgiris in the South. The
Eastern Ghats are discontinuous and irregular and dissected by rivers
draining into the Bay of Bengal. The Western Ghats cause orographic rain by
facing the rain bearing moist winds to rise along the Western slopes of the
Ghats. The Western Ghats are known by different local names. The height of
the Western Ghats progressively increases from North to South. The highest
peaks include the Anai Mudi (2,695 metres) and the Doda Betta (2,637
metres). Mahendragiri (1,500 metres] is the highest peak in the Eastern Ghats.
Shevroy Hills and the Javadi Hills are located to the Southeast of the Eastern

This is why an independent and powerful judiciary is considered essential for
democracies. All the courts at different levels in a country put together are
called the judiciary. The Indian Judiciary consists of a Supreme Court for the
entire nation. High Courts in the States, District Courts and the courts at local
level. India has an integrated judiciary. It means the Supreme Court controls
the judicial administration in the country. Its decisions are binding on all
other courts of the country. It can take up any dispute :

* Between citizens of the country;

* Between citizens and government; _

* Between two or more state governments and

* Between governments at the union and state level.

It is the highest court of appeal in civil and criminal cases. It can hear appeals
against the decisions of the High Courts.

Antyodaya Anna Yojana (AAY)
AAY was launched in December 2000. Under this scheme one crore of the
poorest among the BPL families covered under the targeted public distribution
system were identified. Poor families were identified by the respective state
rural development departments through a Below Poverty Line (BPL) survey.
Twenty five kilograms of foodgrains were made available to each eligible family
at a highly subsidised rate of ¥ 2 per kg for wheat and ¥ 3 per kg for rice. This
quantity has been enhanced from 25 to 35 kg with effect from April 2002. The
scheme has been further expanded twice by additional 50 lakh BPL families in

~June 2003 and in August 2004. With this increase, 2 crore families have been

covered under the AAY.
